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THE GOLDEN GATE BRIDGE
San Francisco is one of the most popular cities in the world. Its main attraction is the famous Golden Gate Bridge which connects the San Francisco Bay and the Pacific Ocean.
The construction of the bridge was carried out four years from 1933 to 1937. It was difficult time for the economy as it was the period of Great Depression. Besides, at that time the city had been recovering after the terrible earthquake of 1906.

The bridge across Golden Gate Strait was opened on May 27, 1937. It was the largest suspension bridge in the world and remained so until 1964. Its roadway is suspended by means of steel cables and ropes. Length of the bridge is 1970m, the length of the main flight is 1280m, the height of supports is 230m and the distance from the water to the carriageway is 67m. 
The main engineer of the project was Joseph Strausse, the world's genius in the construction of bridges. Hundreds of his great ideas were implemented around the world.
Golden Gate Bridge connects the southern part of California Marin County and the city of San Francisco.

Nowadays the Golden Gate Bridge is the part of Federal Highway. It passes about hundred thousand cars a day. The number of two way lanes changes depending on traffic and daytime. In spite of the limited car speed traffic accidents take place on the bridge. There is a special place for pedestrians and cyclists.
 Besides being one of the most remarkable bridges in the world, the Golden Gate Bridge is known as the most popular place in the world for suicide. Every month some people commit suicide on the bridge.
